· You will be supervised by and do everything that your Probation Officer tells you to do. 
· You will sign any release of information or waiver so that your Probation Officer can properly supervise you.
· You will live with _________________________at __________________________ or where your Probation Officer says you can live in writing. Your Probation Officer may consult with your parent, guardian, caregiver, and/or Child Welfare. You will not move unless your Probation Officer gives you prior written permission.
· You will follow all the rules of the place where you live.
· You will not be outside of your residence between _____ p.m. and _____ a.m. unless you:
· are with your parent or guardian, or
· have prior written permission of your Probation Officer.

· You will answer your door or phone for your Probation Officer, someone they send in their place, or a peace (police) officer.
· You will not leave Alberta unless your Probation Officer gives you prior written permission.
· You will be enrolled in a school/educational program that your Probation Officer approves in writing, attend regularly, follow all rules, and be in good standing. Your Probation Officer can and may provide a copy of this Order to your school/ educational program and check on how you are doing.
· You will immediately tell your Probation Officer if you get kicked out of or you quit your school/educational program.
· If you are age 16 or older and are not enrolled in a school/educational program, you will make reasonable efforts to find and maintain a job and provide proof to your Probation Officer. Your Probation Officer can and may provide a copy of this Order to your workplace.
· You will immediately tell your Probation Officer if you are fired or you quit your job.


· You will only take medication that is prescribed to you. 
· You will not buy, possess, use, or consume alcohol or non-prescribed drugs, including cannabis. 
· You will not smoke or vape.
· (Upon receiving your consent to this condition in Court), You will provide such samples of your breath or urine into a container or an Approved Instrument or Approved Screening Device as are necessary to determine if you have any alcohol or drugs in your body, upon the demand of a peace (police) officer who believes on reasonable and probable grounds that you have alcohol or non-prescription drugs in your body.
· You will not go to any licensed establishment whose main purpose is the sale of alcohol or cannabis.
· You will not engage in any gambling or go anywhere where video lottery terminals are present.
· You will not have a cell phone in your possession unless your Probation Officer gives you prior written permission, in which case, you must follow all rules about the cell phone set by your Probation Officer and/or your parent or guardian.
· You will not be on any social media site, including but not limited to, Instagram, TikTok, X, WhatsApp, YouTube, Messenger, SnapChat, Telegram or Facebook. 
· You will not have any weapon in your possession except a knife for eating and cooking or tools while you are at school or work. A “weapon” is defined as any firearm, ammunition, explosive substance, bear spray (or equivalent), brass knuckles, taser, knives, edged weapons other than knives, or crossbow.
· You will have no contact with ____________________ or anyone named in writing by your Probation Officer unless through your lawyer or except as may be necessary for the purpose of school. This means you cannot talk to those persons or communicate with them either directly or through someone else via social media, text, email, or any other means.
· You will not go within              meters or ______ blocks of anywhere you know __________________________________ lives, works, works out, hangs out, or goes to church. 
· You will not go to any ___________________________ location/store in Alberta. 
· You will complete any assessment, counselling, or treatment that your Probation Officer requires you to, which may include:

· domestic violence;
· sexual boundaries;
· family issues; 
· money management;
· life skills;
· anything else your Probation Officer believes is appropriate.
· Any s. 34 Report will be released to your Probation Officer and to any medical professional for the purpose of facilitating your assessment, counselling, or treatment, however, any copies of the Report are to be destroyed upon expiry of this Order. 
· You will sign any release or waiver for the assessment, counselling, or treatment.
· You will provide proof of completion of the assessment, counselling, or treatment to your Probation Officer.
· You will write
· a letter(s) of apology to your victim(s), _________________________ (ensure the Clerk of the Court has the victim(s)’ address/es) 
· a ___ page, double-spaced, report in no bigger than 12point font if typed, as directed by your Probation Officer 
by ___________________________ and give it/them to your Probation Officer, who will forward it/them to your victim(s), if applicable.
